MODIFIED PLAYING RULES FOR UNDER 6

Opposing parent/coaches and players should shake hands after each game.
 Participation awards for ALL--no trophies or awards just for the best team. No scores or standing will be recorded.
Number of Players

Maximum number of players on the field:  Four (4) with no goalkeeper 

Minimum number of players on the field: Three (3) with no goalkeeper

Maximum number of players on the roster should not exceed Eight (8)
Duration of Game

The game shall be divided into four (4) equal eight (8) minute quarters.

 There shall be a two (2) minute break between quarter one (1) and quarter two (2), and

another two (2) minute break between quarters three (3) and four (4).

 There shall be a half-time break of five (5) minutes between quarters two (2) and three (3).

Parent/coaches, non-playing players, parents and spectators should be located not less than

three (3) yards from outside the touchline, nor should they be closer than twenty (20) yards to the

goal line.

 No individual should be allowed to run the length of the field except participants of the

game.

All players present must be given the opportunity to play at least one-half of each game. 
Substitutions can be made by either team during any “dead-ball” situation (ie. throw-ins, goal kicks) or prior to the start of each quarter. 

All rule infractions shall be briefly explained to the offending player by his/her team's coach on the field. There shall be no player cautions or ejections.

All fouls shall result in an indirect free kick. 

No penalty kicks will be taken. Instead, an indirect free kick from outside the goal box shall be awarded.

Opponents must be at least 5 yards away from ball for all free kicks, goal kicks, corner kicks and kickoffs.

Goal kicks may be taken from any point inside the goal box.

Offsides shall not be called. However, the posting of a player in the opponent's goal area will not be permitted.

A second throw-in will be allowed if a player commits an infraction on the initial attempt. The player's coach or referee shall explain the proper method before allowing the player to re-throw.

Slide tackling and other forms of dangerous play will not be permitted.

If both teams wear similar colors, the designated Home team will be required to change to an alternate color jersey. The referee is the final judge of color conflict.

Shin guards must be worn by all players and socks must cover the shin guards during game play.
MODIFIED PLAYING RULES FOR UNDER 8
Opposing parent/coaches and players should shake hands after each game.

Participation awards for ALL--no trophies or awards just for the best team. No scores or standing will be recorded.
Every effort will be made to have Coed and Girls divisions for these age groups, but if not enough Girls teams register to make a division, the Girls team will be placed in Coed division.
Number of Players

Coed Division Maximum number of players on the field:  Five (5) including goalkeeper 

Coed Division Minimum number of players on the field: Three (3) 

 Coed Division Maximum number of players on the roster should not exceed Ten (10)
Girls Division Maximum number of players on the field: Seven (7) including goalkeeper 

Girls Division Minimum number of players on the field: Five (5) 
Girls Division Maximum number of players on the roster should not exceed fourteen (14) 

Duration of Game

The game shall be divided into four (4) equal ten (10) minute quarters.

There shall be a two (2) minute break between quarter one (1) and quarter two (2), and

another two (2) minute break between quarters three (3) and four (4).

There shall be a half-time break of five (5) minutes between quarters two (2) and three.

Goalkeepers will wear a jersey of contrasting color to both teams.

Shin guards must be worn by all players and socks must cover the shin guards during game play.
