BESA Referee Expectations

· Adhere to the USSF Referee Code of Ethics for Referees and the North Texas State Soccer Association Code of Conduct.  These codes are published in Section III of the NTSSA Referee Policy Manual.

· Know the Laws of the Game and the proper application of the Laws.

· Know and properly apply the BESA Playing Rules.

· Understand and apply related policies:

· BESA Zero Tolerance Policy

· USSF Severe Weather Policy

· Arrive at the field at least 20 minutes before the match start time with proper attire and equipment.

· Proper uniform includes a yellow shirt, black referee shorts, black socks with three white stripes, and suitable shoes (preferably black).

· Minimum equipment includes a whistle, a small book to keep score and misconduct information, a pen or pencil, a flipping coin, red and yellow cards, and a set of flags.

· As a referee progresses they should purchase additional color shirts (recommended progression is red, black, then blue).

· Complete game reports in a timely manner.

· Work as a team for the good of the game.

· Be respectful and courteous of all participants.

· Have fun!
